Home Made Suet

 

Mix 5 lbs. Yellow cornmeal 
2 ½ ilbs flour 

melt 3 ½ cups lard and 2 
cups peanut butter 

Gradually pour liquid over 
the dry ingredients 

blending and adding more 
liquid till it reaches a fairly 

firm consistency. 
Add raisins, cracked corn, 

sunflower seeds. 
In early spring add crushed 

egg shells. 
Pack mixture into pans and 

put in freezer until firm 
enough to cut.  Cut into 

squares to fit suet feeding, 
then freeze until hard.  

Sore in bag in the freezer. 
The cakes can be hung on 

trees using suet cage or 
mesh onion bags.
